The Millennium in Plain English
Revelation 20:1-6 II
Background

1. Last week was an attempt to lay the foundation for understanding the progress of redemption.

2. I stressed two very important progressions in the progress of redemption.

· Two become one.

· The old becomes the new.

3. The opposite consideration is that the two remain two, and that the old is not yet fully the new.

4. One position emphasizes the unity of the OT/NT Church so much they lose national Israel.

5. The other position emphasizes national Israel so much they lose the unity of the Church.

I. What Does It Say?

A. Let’s transport ourselves to the latter part of the 1st century.
B. How do you think they took our passage?

C. The most natural understanding is chronological order.
1. Jesus comes in Revelation 19 to take His people and to judge the wicked.

2. The beast and false prophet are condemned to the lake of fire.

3. The wicked fed the carrion birds with their rotting flesh.
4. Then the Lord deals with the devil.

II. Binding the Devil

A. Some interesting angles on the binding of the devil.

B. The devil was bound for 1000 years to enable a time of peace and glory on earth.

C. After the 1000 years the devil will be released for a short time. (7ff)

III. The Millennium

A. “Millennium” is the name for the 1000-year reign of Christ on earth.

1. That is the belief in a literal Millennium that will manifest a saved Israel.

2. All saints will reign with Christ for 1000 years.

B. In chronological order, Jesus comes and prepares the world for the Millennium.

1. The beast and false prophet are condemned and removed.

2. The wicked are slain.

3. The devil is bound.

4. All the righteous dead came to life in the first resurrection. (5)

5. The saints inherit the kingdom (Daniel 7:18) and reign with Christ. (6)
C. The Millennium fits God’s promises of a redeemed Israel and a kingdom. (Mic. 4:1-8)
1. I believe in the power of the gospel just as the postmillennials do.

2. I believe in the Church as the spiritual and eternal kingdom as the amillennialist..

3. I believe in one people of God comprised of Jews and Gentiles in one Church.

4. I believe in an earthly kingdom of Christian Israel.

5. I believe the Old Covenant will never be revisited in the will of God.

6. I believe in the blood of Christ in the New Covenant eternally.
