G. We expect a quick end to the final rebellion. (20:7-10)

A. There is plenty of pressure on Christians now.
B. Revelation is not displayed to us in a drive-in theater.
C. “It’s someone else’s fault.”
D. What’s now for us is to overcome.

1. God did not take Domitian out of power, nor end his cruelty immediately.

2. God did not organize a protest against Big Brother.

3. Blaming others is often a cowardly attempt to escape responsibility.

4. O the freedom of being a victim!

5. How sorry we feel for ourselves, and how hopeless we are in victimhood.

E. The devil has done an excellent job taking power from believers.

F. The world can’t even get away with that flimsy excuse.
