Come and Get It
Revelation 22:16-17

I. The Trustworthy Testimony (16)

A. The crumbly foundation of human opinion.
B. Only God can give us the truth about how to relate to God.

1. God shows us His power.

2. God gives us His inspired Word.

3. God gives us angelic testimony as well as apostolic revelation.

4. The greatest revelation of God is His Son. (Hebrews 1:1-3a)
C. God establishes the truth of Revelation by noting the attributes of His Son.
1. He is the Alpha and the Omega; the beginning and the end; the first and the last.

2. He is faithful and true and so these words of His revelation are faithful and true.

3. His name is the Word of God. (19:13)

4. He is King of kings, and Lord of lords. (19:16)

D. So we have even more testimony of the authenticity of this revelation in these verses.

1. He is the root and descendant of David.

2. He is the bright morning star.

II. The Invitation (17)
A. Jesus identified His purpose to seek and to save the lost. (Lk. 19:10)
B. The two calls.

1. These two calls look the same on the outside.

2. The general/external call.
The gospel comes to many without salvation—this is the external call.

Jesus illustrated it in the sower and the soils.

3. The effectual/internal call. (Acts 16:14)
C. This invitation is to the entire world to come to Jesus.

1. The Spirit and the bride call sinners to come.

The Holy Spirit is the agent of regeneration: “born of the Spirit.”

The Church has the mission to call the lost.
2. The one who hears is to say, “Come.”

D. Those who come.

1. Let the one who is thirsty come.
The woman came to the well seeking physical water.

Jesus made her thirsty for water that springs up to eternal life.

When she was truly thirsty, she came.

2. Let the one who wishes take the water of life without cost.

This comes from the heart.

The Holy Spirit makes us willing. “What must I do to be saved?”
This is the answer of the internal call of the gospel.

E. The kindness of our Savior.

1. While we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. (Romans 5:8)

2. He invites in sincere desire that we come.
