Come Lord Jesus
Revelation 22:20-21

Background

1. The backbone understanding that Jesus is coming soon.

· He is coming “without delay.”

· His coming is “near” and “at hand.”

· He is coming “quickly.”
2. From the eternal perspective Jesus has His hand on the doorknob
· The wicked see His coming as far off, while the righteous see His coming as imminent.

· One is serving God and the other is serving mammon.

3. So who wants Jesus to come back and who doesn’t?

I. Come, Lord Jesus!

A. Jesus wants to come back.
1. He has expressed His zeal to return (Luke 12:49), both to judge and to redeem.

2. The fact that He is coming quickly with no unnecessary delay shows His desire.
3. The Lord Jesus is zealous for the glory of God.
4. The Lord loves His children and desires fellowship with us.

5. He is the Alpha and Omega, etc. He finishes what He starts.

6. He wants to reveal Himself in glory to those who pierced Him. (Rev. 1:7)

7. Sin and corruption in this world is hated by a holy God.

8. He aims to be admired and marveled at. (2 Thess. 1:10)

B. John wants Jesus to come back. (21)

C. All who love the Lord long for His return. (2 Timothy 4:8)
1. Every Christian loves the Lord; the greatest commandment and fruit of salvation.

2. We want Jesus to be adored and exalted.

3. The Lord’s children love His law. (Ps. 119:97)

4. Those who love the Lord hate evil. (Ps. 97:10)

5. Anyone who does not love the Lord is accursed. (1 Corinthians 16:22)

D. All who seek relief and justice want the Lord to come back.

II. Don’t Come!

A. The first reaction in sin for Adam and Eve was to run from God.

B. The unfaithful and insensible steward. (Luke 12:42-46)
1. In this parable, the slaves are all who have been created by God.

2. One slave is blessed because he is doing the master’s will.

3. The other slave forgets where he is.

C. The unsaved don’t want Jesus to come back.
1. Men cried out for the rocks to fall on them. (Revelation 6:16)

2. The Lord returns and sees ALL of their sins.

3. No one really wants to spend eternity in hell.

D. Those doing evil do not want the Lord to return.

E. The devil doesn’t want Jesus to come back.
