I. Revelation Lays a Solid Foundation for Saints
A. The vision of Jesus to John on Patmos. (1)

B. The letters to the 7 churches from Jesus:

C. The throne in heaven where the Lamb is the only One worthy to open the seals. (4-5)

D. He opens the 7 seals, which advances us into chapter 8. (6-8:1)

E. The kings of the earth recognize that the wrath is of the Lamb. (6:15-17)

II. The Continuing Rule of God 

A. The manifestation of the kingdom of heaven. (7)

B. Seven angels were given trumpets for unfolding judgment on the earth. (8-11)

1. The strong angel declares the certainty of the final judgment. (10)

2. God’s people are secured while those in the world rage against the Lamb. (11)

3. All attempts to thwart God’s plan are foiled.

C. The bowls of wrath are emptied. (16)

D. Babylon wars against the Lamb and cannot prevail. (17-18)

E. The first part of Revelation 19 is the marriage supper of the Lamb.
F. The second part is Jesus returning to earth in judgment.

G. We come to eternity and the completion redemption and God’s glory. (20-22)

III. Appropriating the Grace of God
A. These salutations from the Lord show His nearness and love to all the saints.

B. These are very common and meaningful in Scripture.

C. These salutations are not producers of grace.

1. We are saved by grace—God’s work alone, unmerited and unaided.
2. We have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ—His favor and love.

3. We have mercy from God as a part of His grace to keep from us what we deserve.

4. All Christians have these things already independent of all prayers and blessings.

D. These are appropriations of the grace of God toward His children.
1. The “all” is not directed at all individuals.

2. The appropriations of grace are for those who know God.

3. This is not only a great encouragement but removes defeat.

E. The great events of this book are bracketed by the grace of Jesus. (1:14; 22:21)
1. We cannot bear fruit unless we abide in the vine. (John 15)
2. In fact, apart from our Lord Jesus we can do nothing. (John 15:5)

3. We become discouraged unless our eyes are on Jesus. (Hebrews 12:3)

4. So we are to appropriate the grace of God.

5. The whole point of Revelation is to keep it.

F. It is the nature of people of faith to see Him who is unseen.
